The Columbia HPC continues to work with CoMo Preservation (local non-profit) on a partnership and joint sponsorship of
educational events throughout the year.

23. DISCUSS ANY PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED IN THE PAST YEAR.

Navigation of our newly-formed partnership with CoMo Preservation has been difficult due to regulatory hurdles in the City
code. Initially, the partnership was envisioned as a means to transfer architectural salvage materials to the non-profit.
However, the City's Purchasing ordinance significantly limited options for the transaction, making it unmanageable at this
time. The HPC plans to work with the City Purchasing Agent to sell the items in accordance with City code requirements.

24.DISCUSS ANY PLANNED ACTIVITY, PROJECTS, OR BUSINESS FOR THE UPCOMING FEDERAL FISCAL YEAR (Oct. 1 - Sept. 30).

The Commission is currently planning to co-sponsor two educational events with CoMo Preservation and the SHPO to
discuss historic tax credits and historic district and landmark designation.

The HPC is planning to return our Most Notable Properties program to an annual schedule.

The Columbia Preservation Plan is underway and anticipated to be completed in the next fiscal year.

The first phase of the Benton-Stephens Neighborhood Survey is anticipated to begin late in the year.

The HPC will continue to look for ideas for unique, engaging educational events for the public throughout the year.

	22: The Columbia HPC continues to work with CoMo Preservation (local non-profit) on a partnership and joint sponsorship of educational events throughout the year. 


	23: Navigation of our newly-formed partnership with CoMo Preservation has been difficult due to regulatory hurdles in the City code. Initially, the partnership was envisioned as a means to transfer architectural salvage materials to the non-profit. However, the City's Purchasing ordinance significantly limited options for the transaction, making it unmanageable at this time. The HPC plans to work with the City Purchasing Agent to sell the items in accordance with City code requirements.
	24: The Commission is currently planning to co-sponsor two educational events with CoMo Preservation and the SHPO to discuss historic tax credits and historic district and landmark designation. 

The HPC is planning to return our Most Notable Properties program to an annual schedule. 

The Columbia Preservation Plan is underway and anticipated to be completed in the next fiscal year. 

The first phase of the Benton-Stephens Neighborhood Survey is anticipated to begin late in the year.

The HPC will continue to look for ideas for unique, engaging educational events for the public throughout the year.
