Germany, to complete his artistic education. He studied f 
years under the most celebrated artists of that city, among cc 
were Kaulbach and Foltz. It was while attending the art schoo 
Munich that Prof. Diehl produced his celebrated picture, " Hamle 
representing the Prince of Denmark in one of his most dramatic a 
tudes. This picture at once established his reputation as an arti 
very high order. He brought this picture with him to America, 
presented it to the Chicago Art Association. It was consumed in 
great fire of 1871. Prof. Diehl attended the Paris Exposition in 18 
and while there painted another fine picture, " Macbeth," whi 
now in an art collection in St. Louis. In 1871 he went to St. Lo 
and taught art in the public schools until 1877. While, a teach© 
that city he introduced a new mode of instruction which became 
popular, but was finally driven out by ignorant prejudice. He 
since reduced this system to writing, and it is now ready for 
press. He thinks his book will revolutionize the study of art in 
'country. He was at one time president of the Chicago Academ 
Design. In 1879 he succeeded Gen. Bingham in the art depart 
of the State University, and has been connected with that institu 
ever since. He uses no text books. His mode of teaching is wh 
practical, and his pupils advance very rapidly. In addition to 
Prof. Diehl possesses a thorough literary education ; speaks Englie 
German and French. He was married in Paris, France, to Miss I 
bella Dupont, the marriage ceremony being performed by Gen. Jo 
A. Dix, then United States minister to France. Mrs. Diehl is also 
artist of considerable ability. Specimens of her work may be se 
in the art rooms of the University. She is devoted to her husha 
and her children, and has been of great help to him in his chosen p 
fession. They have had seven children, five of whom are livi 
Their names are Rose, Alice, Felix Conrad, Conrad Lewis a 
Mignon. Prof. Diehl is not a church member. Mrs. Diehl

GEN. J. B. DOUGLASS. 

Gen. Joseph Beeler Douglass was born in Mercer (now Boyle) 

unty, Kentucky November 12th, 1819. His father, William Douglass,. 

as a native of Maryland, born in 1775, died in Boone county, Missouri, 

une 3d, 1843. He came to this county in 1827, and settled near 

arrisbuig, where he lived out the remainder of his days. Gen. 

ouglass remained on his father's farm until 1848, when he came to 

olumbia as deputy sheriff under Wm. P. Hickman. In 1850 he was 

lected sheriff and in 1852 was re-elected. In 1856 he was elected to 

the Legislature with Col. William F. Switzler. In 1859 was elected 

clerk of the county court, which office he was holding when the war com-

menced. In 1862 was commissioned colonel of the Sixty-first E. M. M. 

The year following he was commissioned a brigadier-general by Gov. 

Hall, and assigned to the Eighth military district, embracing several 

counties in this part of Missouri. Left the service in 1865. He was 

of much service to the citizens of this county, protecting their lives

93 History drid Significance 
This history will discuss the entire block, keyed to the Sanborn maps, and will 

suffice for Inventory Sheet #52 also. The story of this block initiates from the 

Sept. 22, 1886 Columbia Missouri Statesman, which recounts the building of the 

block after a fire destroyed the previous buildings. This fire took place on 

Sunday, March 28,, 1886. Therefore the previous, buildings on the site before the 

I Ucscnption of Environment and Outbuildings (over) 

Faces north on Broadway; building to the east was once part of this block but 

has a new facade.

The brick has been painted red. The original storefront with its iron 

,:olumns (Plate 2) has been replaced. The canopy has been appended. The 
decorative pressed tin cornice and the original brick lintels still remain.

fire can be keyed to the 1883 Sanborn. After the fire, the present block was 
built, in 1886, by J.S. Dorsey, the same owner of the previous buildings. 
Dorsey was a prominent Columbian (See Inventory Sheet #16.) The block to 
the east, including the skylight, is still in the Dorsey estate. The following 
is from the 1886 Statesman:

"The next in order westward were two brick store houses-- the first occupied 
by the Hatton's with a stock of wallpaper, etc. (A) and next Goulding's 
Confectionary and oyster parlor (B). Above these was Thomas' Photography 
gqllery. Then came the one-story frame office, occupied by Dr. W.T. Maupin 
(C). Adjoining this a few feet back in the yard, was the fram e dwelling, the 
home of. Mrs. Longeay and family, who also used the one-story brick store-room 
to the west as a millinery store (D). All these five buildings, and the ground 
on which they stood, were the property of Mr. J.S. Dorsey. Today we look at the 
changes wrought by the fire! We now have five handsome store houses, all under 
one roof, with solid plate-glass fronts--in fact a row of handsome buildings. 
At the east end of the five comes the hardware store of Maupin and Norwood, 
a new firm (A); next the Pacific Express Office and Western Union Telegraph 
office (B); next comes the new dry goods firm of Winn and Wright (C); west 
of this is Goulding's Little Gem Confectionary (D) followed by the Columbia 
Savings Bank (E). Above all these are large, well ventilated and well-appointed 
rooms--including a most commodious •and elegant suite of rooms for a photographic 
g_A,11erY. Mrs. E. A. Richardson has rented rooms east of the gallery on the 

ond story for a millinery store. The entrance to these rooms is on Broadway 
b...tween the stores occupied as the Express office and that of Winn and Wright."
