	Proposed Project Scope Ensure the description of the project is clear and concise Thoroughly explain the purpose of the proposed project what will be constructed and any other details that will help the selection committee understand the intent of the project 010 Pts: The Ridgemont Bridge over upper County House Branch was constructed 1960. The bridge has met it's useful life.  The steel beams have rusted with loss of web sections. By 2017 the structure was load rated at 5 tons. The City pursued engineering design services with Anderson Engineering, Inc. Additional analysis by Anderson indicated a load rating of 3 tons be pursued in early 2021.  Final engineering plans for replacement of the bridge with a new structure are complete. Plans include a new slightly wider and longer bridge with pedestrian accommodations on one side of the bridge that connects to a trail and future accommodation for sidewalk on the other side of the bridge if sidewalk is pursued.  Right of way negotiation for easements are currently under way.  If funding can be secured through the program, the City would like to bid the project for construction late 2022/early 2023. The City has some funds available for the bridge replacement, but not all funding for the entire project is currently available.  The roadway provides critical emergency services access to approximately 300 homes and provides a secondary service route for local traffic parallel to Stadium Boulevard (MO 740). We anticipate being required to close the bridge within approximately 3 years if the work is not completed.
	Economic DevelopmentImpact Explain how this project will help facilitate new economic development opportunities or currently impacts the area economy 010 Pts: The road connects several neighborhoods to MO 740 (Stadium), a MoDOT maintained Expressway, with employment centers and shopping and retail areas in close proximity and Forum Boulevard (City maintained Major Arterial) with several retail shopping locations along it.  Trash, delivery and snow removal services must currently route around the bridge location due to the load rating with a detour of approximately 1-2 mile.  Restricting the bridge access or eventual closure negatively impacts delivery services for the area.
	Safety Highlight the degree to which the proposed project will address any existing safety needs or concerns 010 Pts: The bridge serves for emergency response to approximately 300 homes. Rerouting for emergency response due to the load rating is estimated to be 3.7 to 4.2 minutes based on Columbia Fire Department (CFD) analysis.  While still within the CFD's target goals for response time, it is very close to their target and much longer than the 1.06 minute response time projected if the bridge was capable of handling all fire apparatus.  Ambulance service also need to re-route because of the 3 ton limit.
	ConnectivityRoadway Network Describe the impact this bridge location has to the surrounding area with consideration to factors such as detour length population centers busing emergency response etc 010 Pts: Columbia Public Schools has implemented a re-routing procedure for their buses since the 5 ton load rating was applied.  This has negatively impacted their services for several years as many of the school age children that live on either side of the bridge attend the same schools.  Detour around the bridge is at least 1 mile. The route is parallel to MO 740 and serves as the main feeder/local collector for the area. The bridge allows for dispersement of traffic to two signals along Stadium (Forum Boulevard and College Park) instead of concentrating traffic at either. Additionally, the connectivity allows for local traffic that wishes to reach only City maintained roadways such as Forum to avoid accessing the main 740 MoDOT Expressway.
