Executive Summary


Approval of this request will result in the rezoning of 6.19 acres from PD (Planned Development) to O (Open Space).  
Discussion



Crockett Engineering Consultants (agent), on behalf of Boone Development, Inc. and Old Hawthorne Golf Club, LLC. (owners), seeks approval to rezone 6.19 acres from PD (Planned Development) to O (Open Space).   The 6.19-acre subject site is located on the northern frontage of W. Old Hawthorne Drive, approximately 650’ north of Route WW, and is commonly addressed 1900 W Old Hawthorne Drive.

The applicant is seeking O District zoning to facilitate future expansion and improvements to the existing wellness center at Old Hawthorne.  Associated with this request is Case # 148-2021, a request to approve a conditional use permit (CUP) authorizing the establishment of “Outdoor Recreation or Entertainment” use upon the subject site.  The CUP is necessary ensure legal conformity of the existing site improvements and to permit the desired expansion of the wellness center if the requested rezoning is approved.

The requested rezoning is considered compatible with the surrounding development and is supported by the future land use designation indicated in the City’s Comprehensive Plan.  Additionally, the subject site is located within the Urban Service Area as defined identified within the City’s Comprehensive Plan. The attached staff report provides a full analysis of the rezoning request.

The Planning and Zoning Commission considered this request concurrently with Case # 148-2021 at their June 10, 2021 meeting.  Staff presented its report and the applicant gave an overview of the requests. One member of the public spoke during the public hearing.  Following limited discussion, a motion to approve the rezoning request passed (9-0).  

The Planning Commission staff report inclusive of associated attachments and the consolidated meeting minute excerpts for Cases #147-2021 and # 148-2021 are attached.
