Executive Summary


Attached for Council consideration is a resolution authorizing a CDBG grant agreement using reallocated funds with Woodhaven Leaning Center in the amount of $71,959. This agreement is to rehabilitate five residential properties that provide housing for low-income individuals with disabilities.  
Discussion


On July 7, 2025 FY 2023 Annual Action Plans were amended to reallocate $71,959 for Woodhaven Learning Center. 

The funding will be provided in the form of a 20-year, secured loan to repaid without interest upon sale or use of the property for a purpose that does not comply with the requirements of the agreement. Upon expiration of the loan term, and provided the City has not previously declared a default, the loan shall be automatically forgiven. 

The $71,959 in CDBG funds will allow Woodhaven Learning Center to provide needed repairs to five of the residential properties that they own located at: 113 Albany Drive, 3711 Chinkapin Court, 3807 Panther Drive, 1610 Carolina Drive and 3605 Topanga Drive. The repairs include but are not limited to: shower replacement, plumbing repairs, flooring replacement, safety assessments, rehab of basements, refrigerator replacement, and replacing cabinets due to water damage. All repairs must be complete by March 31, 2027.
