	A request by A Civil Group (agent), on behalf of RK Legacy Holdings, LLC (owner), for approval to rezone 1.81-acres of property from the R-1 (One-family Dwelling) district to the R-2 (Two-Family Dwelling) district.  The subject site is located north of the intersection of Hanover Boulevard and Olympic Boulevard, and includes the address 1805 Hanover Boulevard.  
	MS. GEUEA JONES:  May we please have a staff report?
	Staff report was given by Mr. David Kunz of the Planning and Development Department.  Staff recommends approval of the request to rezone the 1.81-acres from R-1 (One-Family Dwelling) to R-2 (Two-Family Dwelling).  
	MS. GEUEA JONES:  Thank you.  Before we go to questions for staff, if any of my fellow Commissioners have had contact with parties to this case outside of a public hearing, please disclose so now.  Seeing none.  Are there any questions for staff?  Commissioner Darr?
	MR. DARR:  I assume the City isn't going to require that Olympic Boulevard stub to be built to the northwest?
	MR. KUNZ:  So this -- funny enough, we'll go to the plat here.  It's not very well illustrated.  That portion of property is actually still owned by the property owner to the north of this site, so -- and they're not involved with this request, so there's no means to request to that.
	MR. DARR:  Not platted right away?  
	MR. KUNZ:  Yeah.
	MR. DARR:  So I guess that means my follow-up question was, is the City going to require that sidewalk connection if the street is not built?  
	MR. KUNZ:  On Hanover or --
	MR. DARR:  On that strip that would be Olympic Boulevard, the existing sidewalk that's --
	MR. KUNZ:  No.  Because if there's no platting necessary, then there also wouldn't be a performance contract, and also it wouldn't be within the bounds of the property.  So I would -- I would say no, there would be no means to require that.
	MR. DARR:  That's what I figured.  I was just -- it's going to leave a gap in their sidewalk there.  
	MR. KUNZ:  Yeah.
	MR. ZENNER:  That gap, Mr. Darr, however, will be completed with the development of the parcel that is not subject to this rezoning at this point that's behind the property to the north.  They will have to gain access, and that's a relatively large acreage tract which is probably going to require a public street to be installed.  So as a part of the platting in that road right-of-way, the sidewalks that would wrap the -- well, it would be the western boundary of the subject site, as well as what is on the eastern boundary of a future road would be connected.  Sidewalk will be required along Hanover as a part of the development because it is a major collector.
	MR. DARR:  Yeah.  I was just afraid that the timing might not be -- you know, the timing would be unknown, so --
	MR. ZENNER:  It is, but we're well aware of that.
	MR. DARR:  Thank you.
	MS. GEUEA JONES:  Any other questions for staff?  Seeing none.  We will go to public comment.

	MS. GEUEA JONES:  If any members of the public would like to speak on this case, please come forward.  
	MR. GEBHARDT:  Good evening.  My name is Jay Gebhardt; I'm an engineer and land surveyor with A Civil Group.  And I'm just here to answer questions tonight.  I think this is pretty straightforward, so --
	MS. GEUEA JONES:  Thank you.  Any questions for Jay tonight?  Seeing none.  Thank you for being here.  Any other members of the public to speak on this case, please come forward.  Seeing none.  We will close public comment.
