Executive Summary


The Parks and Recreation Department is requesting a resolution authorizing the City Manager to sign an agreement with the Central Missouri Foster Care & Adoption Association (CMFCAA). The Columbia Parks and Recreation Department and CMFCAA have been long-term partners to provide respite events at the Activity & Recreation Center (ARC) for youth that are associated with CMFCAA. The agreement outlines the responsibilities of each party related to program coordination, responsibilities, facility use, fees, and term of the agreement. The agreement is effective upon approval by City Council and signature of the City Manager.
Discussion



Central Missouri Foster Care & Adoption Association and the City of Columbia Parks and Recreation Department have partnered together for over 10 years to provide respite events at the Activity & Recreation Center for youth who are currently in foster care or adopted and kinship/guardianship homes that are served by CMFCAA. The respite events allow organizations to utilize multiple spaces within the ARC and include organized games in the gymnasium, arts and crafts, access to the Water Zone and other physical activities. 

The Parks and Recreation Department is requesting City Council authorization to have the City Manager sign an agreement with Central Missouri Foster Care & Adoption Association to outline the necessary cooperation between the two entities to provide four annual respite events at the Activity & Recreation Center.

The initial term of the agreement is one year from the date of authorization and will automatically renew each year unless the City or CMFCAA provides written notice of non-renewal of the agreement. The following items are key points within the agreement:

1. CMFCAA shall provide additional volunteers depending on the number of participants, including both male and female volunteers for adequate supervision in locker room facilities. A minimum 1:5 ratio of adults to youth shall be maintained at all times.
2. CMFCAA will provide the ARC staff with a list of enrolled respite event participants at least one week prior to the scheduled respite event date. CMFCAA will also provide a list of all volunteers at least one week prior to the scheduled respite event date including photo identification of each volunteer. 
3. CMFCAA will be responsible for conducting background checks on all volunteers.
4. The agreement outlines the fees collected by the Department for CMFCAA use of the ARC for the four respite events.
5. The Parks and Recreation Department will provide use of the ARC to CMFCAA for four themed respite events annually and will provide necessary staffing to assist with each event. The four events will occur on Friday nights from 5:00 pm to 9:00 pm.
6. The Parks and Recreation Department will provide a light meal, pizza or sandwich, fruit and drink for CMFCAA respite event participants and volunteers. Any participant or volunteer with special dietary needs may need to bring their own meal.
7. The agreement also outlines the term, methods for termination, requirements for insurance, hold harmless agreement, requirements for 501(c)(3) status, designated representatives and record retention requirements.

The agreement is effective upon City Council approval and City Manager signature.
