Executive Summary


Staff has prepared for council consideration a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute an Interconnection and Net Metering Agreement with the Diocese of Jefferson City Real Estate Corporation for a 177.48 kW solar photovoltaic installation to be built at the St. Thomas More Newman Center which is located at 602 Turner Ave.
Discussion


The St. Thomas More Newman Center is located at 602 Turner Ave.  The Diocese of Jefferson City Real Estate Corporation is looking to install a 177.48 kW roof top photovoltaic system to offset approximately 75 percent of the annual electrical usage at 602 Turner Ave.  In addition to offsetting the electrical usage, this system will also avoid approximately 160 metric tons of carbon dioxide equivalent annually, which is the equivalent carbon dioxide emissions from 37.2 gasoline powered passenger vehicles, per the EPA.  

In accordance with the State of Missouri Net Metering and Easy Connection Act, City of Columbia Utilities provides for interconnection of 100 kW or less solar systems located on a customer’s premises through our standard Interconnection and Net Metering Agreement. The Net Metering and Easy Connection Act allows for solar interconnections of 100 kW or less, but does not prohibit larger systems from interconnecting with the grid. In order to accommodate interconnection of systems greater than 100 kW, the City Council must authorize the agreement.

Water & Light has offered a solar photovoltaic rebate since 2007. This rebate is offered for up
to the first 100 kW of solar installed on new and existing buildings. As a result of this 177.48 kW
installation, the Diocese of Jefferson City Real Estate Corporation will qualify for a solar rebate of $50,000. This is the maximum rebate allowable through the utility’s solar rebate program regardless of the system size. This rebate will be paid out at project completion.
