	5: Homeowner Rehab Program 2020-2024: $1,485,000, The City operates the Home Rehab and Energy Efficiency Program with an assistance limit of $50,000 per address. Eligible households must be located inside the city limits of Columbia. The program addresses interior and exterior property maintenance violations, environmental and health hazards, accessibility issues, HVAC repair/replacements and cost effective energy efficiency issues. Complete home energy audits performed by program staff guide energy related rehab activities and provide two important economic benefits to homeowners. Once energy efficiently improvements are completed and verified, the homeowners are eligible for up to $2,400 in granted energy efficiency measures. Rehab projects for up to thirty homes are expected. Additionally, the monthly energy savings will provide economic relief to the home owners for the usable life of the improvements. Services for Independent Living Accessibility Program FY 2020-2024: $500,000, Services for Independent Living (SIL) Accessibility Program makes improvements to existing homes to expand independence and safety of homeowners. Minor projects include grab bar installation and water heater replacement. More significant projects include bathroom remodel for accessibility and entrance ramp construction. Average projects cost $3,000 and are estimated to assist 150 homeowners. Projects are located inside the city limits of Columbia. Woodhaven Home Rehabilitation: $90,000 is allocated for the rehab and repair of seven properties owned by Woodhaven. Repairs needed include A/C units, doors, hallways, bathroom modifications, flooring, ceilings, water intrusion, roofs, and energy efficiency upgrades. Projects are located in the city limits of Columbia. Acquisition and Demolition Program FY 2020-2024: $175,000, The goal of this program is to acquire and eliminate structures posing an imminent threat to the health and safety of neighborhoods and to provide an incentive for redevelopment of affordable housing. CDBG funds are critical in covering the cost of acquiring and demolishing the properties as well as preparing the sites for the construction of new and affordable housing by local CHDO's or the Columbia Community Land Trust. The demolition program is also available to private landowners. An agreement is signed between the property owner and the City stating these funds are a forgivable loan if new housing is constructed on the site within one year of demolition. 50% of the loan will be forgiven, if redevelopment begins within three years of demolition. In addition to acquisition and demolition, program funds are used for environmental review of the site and contaminant removal. Projects are located in city limits of Columbia. Great Circle Renovations: $30,000, Great Circle serves low income at risk youth in the foster care system and children who are justice involved. Funding will cover renovations to their residential services including windows, energy efficiency updates, capital repairs, flooring, plumbing, and additional improvements. Projects are located inside the city limits of Columbia.

Rainbow House: $53,900, Rainbow House is updating their HVAC system and sprinkler system at their main location at 1611 Towne Drive Columbia, MO. The project will go to serve the 650 children per year in their emergency shelter.

Shalom Christian Academy: $50,000. Shalom is renovating their existing day care with new equipment and energy efficient upgrades for the facility that serves up to 50 children. The project is located inside the city limits of Columbia at 312 Ridgeway Ave.
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
